Circa 1912 

Contains a listing of all the subscriber telephone apparatus of the period.  Also an overview of 
PBX, local and toll switch boards and an extensive listing of apparatus parts. 
 
Printed in booklet form, 7.5 X 10 inches, gutter bound, 97 pages on 20 pound coated stock using 
the letterpress method.    This piece was two hole punched on the left side.  Part of a catalog set 
containing 13 booklets and several single sheet brochures ranging in dates from 1914 to 1918 and 
bound under a separate hard cover using Chicago screws.   
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
